For every harvest purchased, Hungry Harvest donates fresh fruits and vegetables to support the 

Lotus House, a local organization dedicated to improving the lives of homeless women, youth and 

children. In recent times of need, Hungry Harvest donated several hundred pounds of produce to 

Lotus House when the city was left with no power during Irma’s aftermath.
